RACE ENTRY AGREEMENT - Please Read Carefully
If you do not agree to these conditions, you must not participate in this activity. In consideration of acceptance of my/our entry by
the Venice Canals Association ("VCA") in the July 4th 2026 Downwind Regatta ("the Activity"), I/we acknowledge and agree as
follows:

1. Designing, building, and racing my/our vessel in the Activity is completely at my/our own risk. I/we undertake the Activity of
my/our own free will and am/are responsible for my/our own safety. I/we understand the Activity will not be supervised by
trained lifeguards or safety officers. Those individuals volunteering to assist with the event take no action to mitigate natural
risks and offer no guarantee of safety. All individuals under 18 must have this form signed by their parent or legal guardian.

2. I/we understand children on boats MUST WEAR life vests during the Activity. I/we have carefully read, understand, and agree to
be bound by this agreement.

3. ASSUMPTION OF RISK: THERE ARE RISKS INHERENT IN THE ACTIVITY, AND I/WE FREELY ASSUME ALL RISKS, INCLUDING
PERSONAL INJURY OR DEATH TO MYSELF AND MY CREW, LOSS OR DAMAGE TO MY VESSEL AND ITS EQUIPMENT, AS WELL AS
UNFORESEEN RISKS.

4. WAIVER, RELEASE AND INDEMNIFICATION. TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, l/WE WAIVE ALL CLAIMS, FOREVER
RELEASE AND AGREE TO INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS THE VCA, IT’S MEMBERSHIP, AND BOARD OF DIRECTORS, AS WELL AS
ALL KNOWN AND UNKNOWN SPONSORS OF THE ACTIVITY, FROM LIABILITY FOR ANY AND ALL INJURY ARISING FROM MY/OUR
PARTICIPATION IN THE ACTIVITY.

THE LEGAL STUFF (ASSUMPTION OF RISK & WAIVER)

Propulsion: All vessels must be strictly wind-powered only. No motors, paddles, or manual pushing
allowed once the race starts. Let your imagination run wild!
Preparation: All entries must be fully built, prepped, and ready prior to assembly at the starting line.
Bridge Clearance: Vessel sails and masts must be able to fit safely under the bridges along the canal
race route.
Safety Requirement: ALL children under 15 years old on boats MUST wear life vests at all times during
the race. No exceptions.
Registration: This form must be filled out completely and turned into the Race Committee at the start
line prior to 2:00pm.
